A LINKED HISTORY. BRANDENBURG-PRUSSIA
AND THE ISLAMIC WORLDS IN EASTERN EUROPE

The focus of my lecture is on current interim results of my habilitation
project. It represents the more than 600-year history of networking in East
Central Europe between Muslim Turkic peoples, which | refer to as Islamic
worlds, with and in the regions of East Central Europe, from the Baltic Sea to
the Black Sea area and to the Caucasus (1). In a multi-perspective and
interdisciplinary analysis of the interwoven history of Central and Eastern
Europe with regard to predominantly pragmatic, non-religious motivations
for dealing with and also against Islamic cultural areas, taking into account
dynamic cultural transformation processes.

In doing so, coherences of previously apparent singularities of
togetherness and opposition become visible. However, it should be noted: If
cultures, regions, states and societies are observed over a long period of time,
the economic cycles of the same or dependency and dissolution phenomena
must also be taken into account.

The theorems | use are that of the «longue durée» (Braudel) (2) and the
resulting transformation of perceptions and behavioral patterns in Central and
Eastern Europe. At the same time, the “third space” (Bhabba)(3) plays a role,
since non-national hybrid societal associations from so-called hybrid action
spaces in the interplay of new societal associations. However, the cultural
transfer research initiated by Burke and continued by Espagne should either not
be disregarded, but expanded to include the term “intercultural transformation
and translation” (Theilig)(4) despite or precisely because of the traditional
“iconography of fear” (Hotopp-Riecke) vis-a-vis Islamic worlds .

One focus of the historical narration lies in particular on the role of
Brandenburg-Prussia, starting from the Teutonic Order to the German Empire
and the Third Reich. Cultural, economic and political links to the different
communities of Tatars are examined at different levels in order to show, that
East Central Europe in particular is shaped by cultural- and mind networks
that go beyond national or religious-denominational boundaries.
